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For you, for each of you, and for me. It is a love which is
powerful and real. It is a love which heals, forgives, raises
up and shows concern. When Jesus becomes part of our
lives, we can no longer remain imprisoned by our past.
Instead, we begin to look to the present, and we see it
differently, with a different kind of hope. We begin to see
ourselves and our lives in a different light. We are no longer
stuck in the past. If there are times when we experience
sadness, when we're in a bad way, when we're depressed or
have negative feelings, in His eyes there is a place for us.
